The number 9 in Chinese is a homonym of the 
character jiu, meaning eternity; this was meant to indicate the 
imperial reign would be as eternal as heaven and earth. Explore 

the Forbidden City  (Palace Museum), the formal Imperial Palace for the 24 Emperors of the Ming and Qing

Day 5.  Visit the 800-year-old Summer Palace, the largest imperial garden in China. Here the Royal family of 
the Qing dynasty came to spend relaxing summers and handle government affairs. In the afternoon, visit 
Chinese Arts Studio, and Silk Factory.

Visit 
Tianjin University in the afternoon for a cultural exchange. Make friends 
with the students, play games and exchange emails.  Performance or 
joint performance in Tianjin University or Huaxia T heatre.   Tianjin 
used to be the Concessions of nine western countries between 1860 and 
1940. Strolling the streets, you may see western architecture in many 
parts of the city. There still remain more than 1,000 buildings constructed 
during the period between the end of the 19th century and 1930's 
displaying western architectural styles.  
 

  
Day 8:  In the morning, visit Tianjin 
museum or Tianjin Folk art workshop to 
see how wood block painting are being  
After lunch, visit the bustle of Wenhua Street. It is considered "the Art Realm of 
Tianjin.” The street is lined with shops on both sides. All the shop fronts are 
constructed in the style of Qing Dynasty.  In the shops are all kinds of antiques, 
rubbings from stone inscriptions, calligraphy and paintings, "the four treasures 
of the study - paper, writing brushes, ink sticks and slabs, and folk art.”   Take b 
us back to Beijing.
